Alternatives to Adjudication
Construction continues to benefit from the effect
of increased public spending, whilst the private
sector remains reasonably bouyant.

This has resulted in an
upturn in disputes.  Many sub-contractors
appear to rush straight into Adjudication without
exhausting the tried and tested methods of
preparing a properly substantiated and sensibly
argued submission and then engaging in
meaningful negotiation.  This causes problems for
the main contractor who has to try and deal with
this onslaught whilst continuing to fulfil his
ongoing site responsibilities.

In an effort to over come the ‘dispute culture’
many enlightened clients are considering the use
of dispute board/panels or dispute procedures
with compulsory mediation, which has to take
place before Adjudication can commence.  RJC
can advise on how to incorporate such provisions
and/or administer the process for clients and in
this way ‘head off’ many of these potential
Adjudications.
